WATER TAXI: Roundtrip to Alexandria, VA. Alexandria, Vir-
ginia, is a city on the Potomac River, just south of Washing-
ton, DC. It's known for its Old Town, with brick sidewalks and
well-preserved 18th- and 19th-century buildings. King Street
is lined with boutiques and specialty shops. Founding fathers
dined at Gadsby’s Tavern, now a museum with period objects
and photographs. See Christ Church, where George Wash-
ington and Thomas Jefferson worshipped.

ARLINGTON NATIONAL CEMETERY: Arlington National
Cemetery is located on a parcel of land that once belonged
to George Washington’s step-grandson, George Washington
Parke Custis. In 1857, Custis left the property to his daughter
Mary Anna Randolph Custis and it became the family home
for her and her husband, Robert E. Lee. After the Lee family
vacated the property at the onset of the Civil War in 1861, the
grounds were used for various purposes, including serving as

White House

a camp and headquarters for Federal Troops during the Civil
War and later providing a safe haven for former slaves seek-
ing freedom. Arlington National Cemetery held its first military
burial on May 13, 1864. Today, the property is the final resting
place for more than 400,000 active duty service members,
veterans and their families. Itis a place to remember the men
and women who served their nation.
